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1. Background
1.1. As I noted in 2009, the Search and Surveillance Bill gives rise to significant privacy issues.  By its nature the Bill covers activities that are intrinsically invasive, such as:
· powers to search people, property, vehicles and things; and 
· the use of developing technologies for surveillance, and for the searching and monitoring of telecommunications devices.
1.2. I appreciate this opportunity to comment on the revised version of the Bill.  It is encouraging that the wide range of concerns raised during the hearings in 2009 have been taken seriously and addressed in most cases.

1.3. My role is to consider whether the provisions in the revised Bill properly balance the wider public interest in protecting New Zealanders' privacy with other public interests such as law enforcement.  
2. Previous submission
2.1. My previous submission raised concerns over a lack of adequate safeguards in some parts of the Bill, particularly around computer searches, the use of surveillance device warrants and productions orders.  
2.2. The changes that have been made in the revised Bill make the balance between privacy and law enforcement interests more acceptable and I have no further substantial issues to raise.  
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
